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For the first time, Monticello has an official guidebook that reflects the unique statesman and

inventor Thomas Jefferson, his home, and his world. Showcasing the recent restoration of the home

and plantation, it features information about the slaves of Mulberry Row, as well as the

state-of-the-art visitor and education center. Each of the guide's 144 pages is designed to showcase

the topics in its five chapters: Thomas Jefferson, Before Your Visit, The House, The Plantation, and

the Neighborhood. Photographs, art and cutaways, and maps accompany featured stories both

iconic and little-known from Monticello's curators.
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This is the perfect guide before a visit and a terrific souvenir afterwards, especially as you are not

permitted to take photographs in the house (outdoors is O.K.). The photos in the book are superb

and the historical background and details provided in the text is first rate. Highly recommended in

anticipation of a visit to this national treasure of a house.
